6. Calls for sexual assault support and services to be available and well-funded,
and for courts to be adapted so that victims feel protected, not intimidated when
giving evidence.

7. Calls for the devolution of justice so that we can address these low convictions
rates through adopting international best practice on increasing conviction rates
and prevention of abuse and rape.
