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In our letter last week, Dr David Tuthill, RCPCH Officer for Wales, said that
we would keep you updated with position statements and / or evidence
potentially of interest to Committee members.

Committee members may be interested to note that we have now
published guiding principles around safeguarding. This is primarily aimed at
paediatricians working with safeguarding teams but the principles may be
of interest to members looking at these issues. You can see the document
