It would also be helpful if you can also provide both the previous year’s
allocation and the estimate for 2017-18 together with any other information that
may be useful to the areas the Committee is interested in including the remit and
objectives of the newly formed ministerial group “Improving Outcomes for
Children Strategic Group.
